1. Know and understand examples of the following 5 principles of the US Constitution.  (handout #4)
· Popular sovereignty

· Limited government

· Separation of powers (how separation of powers provides us with checks and balances on powers)

· Federalism

· Rule of law

2. Know which branches of government the first 3 Articles of the Constitution established.  (LEJ!) .  (handout #2)
3. Understand the difference between enumerated and reserved powers and be able to distinguish why certain powers are given to these levels of government.  (handout #5 and #6)
4. Understand these concepts found in the Articles and why each is important:  (#2 and court cases)
· Elastic clause (Necessary and Proper Clause)

· Supremacy Clause

· Full Faith and Credit

· Amendment Process (how many votes needed to propose and ratify, what are amendments?)
· Commerce Clause (#15)

5. Know all the Bill of Rights Amendments and what each means! (do you know what a grand jury is for example? Eminent domain, “due process”, etc) (#8 and #9)
6. Understand the appeals process and the role of the U.S. Supreme court (as established in Marbury vs.Madison)

7. Understand the 14th Amendment backwards and forwards!  Know how it was used by the Supreme Court to apply to state governments and how it was interpreted in the court cases:  Plessey vs. Ferguson and Brown vs. Board of Education  (loose vs. strict interpretations)  (handouts #12-#15)
