By 1786, Americans recognized that the ___________________________________________________, the foundation document for the new United States adopted in 1781, had to be substantially modified.  The Articles gave Congress virtually no power to collect ___________ from the people, it did not create a __________________ or _____________________ branch to help enforce and interpret the laws, the national government could not regulate foreign ____________ and did not have the power to create a powerful _________________ to defend the nation.
