Spain cedes (gives) Florida to U.S. and gives up claims to the Oregon Territory





European powers are not to interfere in the Western Hemisphere by attempting to establish colonies or overthrow independent republics





By expanding the nation’s territory





By having the U.S. take an important first step onto the world stage, and asserting its interest in national affairs





In interstate commerce, the federal government has the power to regulate almost anything that moves across state lines
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Maine admitted as a free state, Missouri as a slave state; remainder of territory is split at the 36’30’ parallel & slavery is banned North of that line





By preserving sectional balance; respecting the interests of both the North and the South





Congress does have the power to charter a national bank; no state can destroy this bank by taxing branches of it in its state





By showing the federal government protects the national interests of federal financial institutions
