Instructions:  You will be assigned to a group (sorry, no changes).    Your group will be assigned an Economic Indicator from one of the various ways we measure the United States economy.  These can be found in Chapter 23 Section 2 of the Civic Today book and by researching online during the class time allotted.  My class notes also online are an especially detailed place to find this information as well.  It is up to you and your group to discuss and come up with excellent answers to the Essential Concepts by end of class Tuesday.
Read over the roles below, and figure out wants to do which role in your group.  Fill those names in on the back of this paper.  If someone is absent from the group on the day of the presentation, do your best to cover for them, but they will have an alternate assignment to make up their grade.
Grading:  YOU will grade your team members based on how much you think they contributed to the group.  I will average all the grades and that will become your grade.   Make sure you contribute to your group!    When grading others, it is not about HOW MUCH work they did, but how well they did their work.  Is their work QUALITY work?  Did they perform at their maximum capability?
Team Roles:   

1. Presenter:  Choose one person as the “newscaster”.  This role will explain the economic indicator to the class, referring the visual aid and simplifying things for the class..  Make sure this person can explain this to the class in an understandable fashion.   No more than 7 minutes total.  
2. Current Events Guy or Gal: This person will be responsible for researching the economic indicator on the computer and finding a current news article that shows this indicator being used in America today.  You will summarize and share this article with the class and turn in a copy to the teacher.  Work on the computer in class with the presenter to find an article showing what this economic indicator is currently showing.   You may want to compare it with the past also.
3. The Critical Thinker: (also a presenter) This person will also add to the presentation, telling the class some problems with using the economic indicator as a measurement.  Is it effective?  What are some problems with using this as a measurement in the “real world”?  How can this data be inaccurate?
4. (non speaking role) Visual Aid Guy or Gal: Required visual aid for the class:  This must be something that visually represents your economic indicator.  It can be something in a Powerpoint, Prezi, youtube video, etc.  
5. (non speaking role) “The Written Word” Guy or Gal:  This person will come up with a 7 word or less definition of your economic indicator to write on the board to add to students’ notes.   They will also come up with a “higher level thinking” multiple choice test question that could be added to the unit test.  Use what you learn from your other team members to form your question.  Turn in your 7 word or less definition and the multiple choice questions by end of class TUESDAY.
Basically, at least 3 people will be speaking (role #1-#3).  The other people in your group must divide the other roles amongst them.   You will most likely have more than one role!
