	Turn in a thesis question:  (see back)

This is one of the most important steps in the writing process. The thesis question outlines the final topic your report and presentation will be covering and provides a focused direction for your paper.    It should be interesting enough to “grab” the reader and ultimately be the topic of your oral presentation to the class at the end of the year.    

A thesis question might sound something like “Why do so many young men go into drug dealing when research shows it is a highly unprofitable career path?”   Avoid words like “how”.   “To what extent” is a better way to word a thesis statement.   DO NOT use the wording of the questions posed in the book or article.   Re-word it to fit your own style.   After submitting your thesis question, you may have some suggestions on how to improve it for the final paper.   Use the space on the back of this handout to submit this step.  It will be returned to you the following day.

The final layout of your written report should have the following characteristics:

· Thesis question and intro paragraph elaborating on the thesis.

· Summary of study (make sure you use quotations for anything you quote!)

· Your thoughts on the study.  This is your opinion…you KNOW you’ve learned something or else why would you have picked this particular study to do your final exam over, right?
· The final paper should be no less than 1 page long and no more than 2 pages.   It must be double spaced and have a formal citation at the end (look up how to cite the magazine, book, or online source).   

· Plan your time accordingly.    “I don’t have internet at home” or “my printer doesn’t work” are NOT excuses for turning this in late.    Life is rough.   Some of us have to visit libraries or spend extra time at school to complete this.
