
Test Project: Facebook Pages of Important Men in Our History (1787-1844)





Essential Question:


What contributions were made by important historical figured during the first 50 years of our country?

Objectives:


Analyze how groups and individuals pursuing their own goals may influence the priorities and actions of a government. 


Synthesize how decisions, political parties and characteristics of key players affected the nation.

Background:  Key players and doctrines contributed to the timeline of events that affected makeup of our country.   If Facebook during this time period, what would the pages look like for these people?  Who would be their “friends”?  What groups would they be a part of?  What would their status updates be?  What info would be posted on their Wall?  





Time Needed:


30 min in class (2 days), homework


Counts For: 50% of Goal 1 Test Grade (50pts)











Objectives:  


Examine the importance of decisions, political parties and characteristics of key players during the time period 1787 to 1836





Student Instructions:  The class will be divided into small groups.   Each student needs to research their assigned “character”, getting as much information as you can to turn into Facebook pages. In addition, each student will need to fill out their own copy of “Who, What, Where, When, Why” on the provided worksheet to turn in with the presentation.  





After you have filled out the 5W’s, brainstorm together on how you will present this idea on poster board.   The Facebook page should include enough FACTS (see grading rubric) to show you have a good understanding of how your person affected the history of our country.  Constantly ask yourself, “why is this man important? What did he accomplish?”  Be creative with your Facebook page.   Facts will be displayed on the Facebook page by the way you present the information.   For example, President John Adams “status” might say:  John Adams is waiting for Madison to deliver the appointment papers for William Marbury…what is the holdup?!.   You will need to use other names, big events, and important doctrines to incorporate these “facts” into the Facebook page.  All these men worked and interacted with each other, so this should be easy.





Assemble or draw your idea on finalized poster board using items provided in class or ones you brought from home.   Each group will give a 3-5 minute presentation of their Facebook Page to the class, reading some important points you have added.   The page must ready to present by Thursday, February 4th.  





Tips and Hints


Divide duties in your group between your team members.  If someone is good at art, use them for that, if you are good at getting materials off a computer in your spare time, volunteer for that task.  If you are better at speaking, volunteer to present the project to the class.   If you are creative at writing, try to brainstorm the ideas for text on the poster.   Make sure YOU contribute something to the group...it’s all of your grades!





Make sure by beginning of class on Thursday, you have the 5W’s completed and turned in AND your Facebook page is ready to present to the class.
