Be creative!  Include the following details:

· What country are you from? (remember where “new immigrants” typically came from after 1870)

· What push/pull factors led you to America?  Describe them.
· Did you come through Angel Island or Ellis Island (check your textbook to see what types of immigrants came through these two very different locations)

· What was your trip like and what did you experience when you first arrived?  Where did you go for help adjusting to your new country?
· Where do you live in the United States? What is your apartment like?

· What type of job do you have and what is it like?

· What do you and your family do for entertainment?

· Have a chance encounter with a famous person from the time period.  Include your experience and thoughts when you meet (you decide who you met…a political man like Boss Tweed? Robber baron like John D. Rockefeller?  Fiction writer Horatio Alger or Mark Twain? Activist Jacob Riis?)

To earn the best possible grade on this test, you need to show that you UNDERSTAND the time period through your writing.   Be accurate with your facts and descriptive with the conditions.   You must use at least 25 vocabulary terms from the list on the board to get full credit.  Highlight your words before turning the assignment in.
