1. Describe how the Native civilizations of the Southern and Northern parts of the Americas developed over time.  Include specific tribes and regions in your answer.

2. Make a 3 column chart and label columns political, economic, and cultural.   Under each column, list as many factors as possible that pushed European explorers to explore beyond their borders during the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries.  (think “goals”)
3. Detail the encomienda system and how its decline affected slavery in America.
4. Explain the growth of the slave trade in Africa before and during European involvement.

5. Explain how the Enclosure Movement led to English exploration of the New World.
6. Explain how the religious incentive led to English exploration of the New World.

7. Detail the colonial experiences of the French in the New World.

8. Detail the colonial experiences of the Dutch in the New World.
