Forming a Nation (Chapter 6)

1. How country changed

a. Loyalists mostly flee (many blacks go with), Abigail Adams “remember the ladies..do not put such unlimited power in the hands of husbands”
b. Most states separate religion and govt in state constitutions
c. Most made exec, some judicial, abolish slavery, divorce, separation of church and stae
d. Seal: “out of many, one”…e pluribus unum
e. A nation not made up to protect classes…”life, liberty, and pursuit of happiness”
2. Articles of Confederation (1781-1787)
a. Philly 1776 drafted
i. Unicameral Congress
ii. 3 executive departments: foreign affairs, finance, war
iii. Protect the states, power in the hands of the few scary!
iv. VA and NY give up western lands and finally in 1781 articles are ratified
v. One congress, unicameral, one state one vote, 9 of 13 to pass laws, unanimous to amend the Articles

vi. Powers: make war, treaties, postal service, send diplomats, power to coin and borrow money, no power to regulate trade or collect taxes, no exec or judicial branch, 
vii. Accomplishments: negotiate peace treaty, can control tariffs, need 9 or 13 votes for most major changes
viii. Land Ordinance of 1785:, it would be eligible for statehood, surveying and selling land, one town ship for education, grid pattern (6 sq miles divided into 36 lots…saving room for schools)…gives $$ to new govt
ix. NW ordinance of 1787: NW Territory: Ohio area state firsts, how to create a new state, required gov and assembly,  prohibited slavery in that region

b. Trade and Economy

i. Runaway inflation
ii. Trade with England closed in Caribbean due to American Revolution, resumes after 1783, North’s economy rebounds first, Britain prohibits trade in West Indies
iii. Spain and Britain kept forts in America until pre-war debts were paid
iv. Loyalists who returned wanted back property, lynchings…”names after Charles Lynch
v. 1784 Spain closes south part of Miss River to American ships
vi. States start taxing of imports, chaos insues with interstate war
vii. Paper money printed in different states to pay debts( creates inflation!
c. Shay’s Rebellion:1787
i. Uprising against high taxes, debt imprisonment, lack of paper money.  Daniels Shay’s and militia march to Springfield arsenal, Forced many courts to close, broken up by Mass militia, no central power to stop
ii. State gov sends 4,400 militia to stop this, 4 farmers get killed

iii. G.W. freaks out, but TJ “the tree of liberty must be refreshed from time to time with the blood of patriots and tyrants”
d. Redo
i. George W “we have probably a too good an opinion of human nature in forming our confederation”

ii. 55 reps meet in Philly (no Rhode Island and Patrick Henry “smelled a rat” and refused to represent VA, no Alex Hamilton), GW leader, average age of men 42, most wealthy

iii. James Madison responsible for most of the writing (father, bicameral based on population, VA plan),
iv.  Ed Randolph, (3 branches…protests of “fetus of monarchy”)
v. William Patterson, NJ Plan, unicameral, 1 vote

vi. Slave issue (property or people?)

vii. Hot, compromises, Ben Franlkin tells them to “get it together”

viii. Great Compromise with 3/5th added, electoral college, Slave and Trade comp (20 kick the can down the road, $10 import tax on slaves), Congress will regulate interstate and foreign trade only, no citizenship requirements
ix. Post office, coin money, elastic clause, supremacy clause, “we the people”, etc

x. Supremacy Clause, ex post facto laws and bills of attainder banned by Congress

xi. Amendments by 2/3rd vote of each house and approval by 3/4th of states

xii. 9 of 13 required for ratification

xiii. Ben Franklin “I expect no better, and because I am not sure it is not the best”

xiv. Ratified in 1788
e. Federalist vs. Anti Fed
i. Washington and Hamilton, John jay and Madison write “The Federalist Papers”, 
ii. What is the debate on each side?

1. Domestic vs foreign  

a. Hamilton’s (Federalist) Assumption Plan  (fed pays off states, compromise relocates the capitol to DC)

b. Excise tax to pay down debt

c. National Bank, deposit gov funds, have a stable currency

d. Feds under Washington and Hamilton want to stay neutral in French Rev

e. British forts still in America, impressments, trading guns with Natives, Anti-Feds want all this settled, Feds ignore for trade reasons

iii. No Bill of Rights added til after ratification, but these 10 amendments are the compromise
iv. April 30, 1789 GW inaugurated

1. GW 69 electoral votes, Adams, 34 GW “a heart filled with distress”, “culprit who is going to his place of execution”

v. Sep 25, 1789 Bill of Rights ratified

f. Setting up a Gov
i. Judiciary Act 1789: SC with 6 justices, chief, 5 associates, 13 district courts, 3 appeals

ii. CABINET: state, treasury, war, AG (Randolph), postmaster general

g. Hamilton!  (illegitimate kid, Caribbean born, orphan, GW’s favorite aide)
i. Federalist control government for 12 years
ii. Governments raise money in 3 ways: 1) taxes, 2)borrow money by selling bonds, 3) print money

iii. “funding’ of the debt, bring in crappy investments and exchange for govt bonds (security!)  Not paying war debts is dishonorable
iv. Take over state debts (farmers angry!)
v. James Madison leaves Federalists as a result of this disagreement with Hamilton

vi. National Bank (collect taxes, centralized, pays bonds)

vii. Excise and tariffs to pay this all off

viii. The “deal”…move capitol to Potomac River (from NY to Philly for 10 years, then to DC)
ix. Uses Elastic clause (Article 1, Section 8, Clause 18) for the bank issue (1791, 20 year charter which gets renewed)

h. Republican party
i. TJ and JM, agriculture is backbone, not commerce, small property owners (good chart on 109 in prep book)
ii. 1794 Whiskey Rebellion (15,000 soldiers sent by GW)

3. French Revolution (storming of Bastille (prison), 1793, abolish monarchy, declared a republic, executed king and queen and turns into a monster with the guillotines
a. 1793 new French government is at war with Britain, British seize American trade ships in West Indies (22 year war until Napoleon Bonaparte is defeated in 1815)
b. GW declares neutrality on April 22, 1793

4. Jay Treaty: England out of frontier, wants $ for seized ships, new trade treaty with Britain (angers at weak solution)

5. Pinkney treat: US can use Miss River and N.O. , moves border at Spain (French making nice nice b/c they are scared we will side with Britain 

6. 1796 Washington’s farewell warnings (2)
7. Treaty of Greenville (1793) Mad Anthony Waye at Battle of Fallen Timbers, south of Detroit.  

2nd President: John Adams: cranky, weird looking, vain, feared democracy Inherits undeclared war with France (from Jay’s Treaty), plundered 300 American ships in British West Indies b 1797
· XYZ Affair: meeting with Talleyrand ended in request for a bribe (John Marshall sent), “millions for defense, but not one cent for tribute”, result: ended trade with French
· Quazi War:  not a real war, but navy gets huge! By 1799, war is averted
·  Alien and Sedition Acts(1798): Jefferson super partisan , planting negative stories about Adams,  passed to shut up DR’s, increased citizenship requirements from 5 to 14 years, limited free speech and press, 10 people convicted under the law

· VA and KY nullification act: drafted by Madison and Jefferson
· Revolution of 1800: peaceful transfer of power, tie with Jefferson and Burr, illigitamate kid, messy campaign
