INTRO Literacy Practice:

Franklin D. Roosevelt:  Excerpt from the “Four Freedoms” speech

BACKGROUND:  When President Roosevelt made his State of the Union address to Congress on January 6, 1941, he did not know that within the year Japan would attack Pearl Harbor and the United States would be drawn into World War II. He considered the nation in a state of emergency nonetheless. He spoke of national defense and the support of U.S. allies but focused mainly on a broader picture. Roosevelt believed that democracy was in danger not only from military power but also from social revolution, namely the spread of dictators and philosophies that threatened individual freedom. The most significant part of the address, which became known as the "Four Freedoms Speech," was four goals he hoped the United States would support and foster across the globe. 

Your job is to read these 4 freedoms, think about what they mean, and re-write each “freedom” in a creative way WITHOUT using his words in bold.    
Roosevelt began: “…we look forward to a world founded upon four essential human freedoms….” 

The first is freedom of speech and expression— everywhere in the world.
