1. What is Leonard’s “condition” and what is his “system” to dealing with this?
2. What is your perception of Teddy in the first half of the movie?   Give examples that support your perception.  

3. What is your perception of Natalie in the first few minutes of meeting her?   Give examples that support your perception.  

4. Give two examples of things Leonard does that come from procedural memory.

5. Describe something you think Leonard might have stored in his episodic memory.

6. Describe one type of flashbulb memory Leonard has.

7. Give three declarative memories Teddy has (things he shares with Leonard throughout the movie).

8. Give 2 examples of Leonard forgetting through the disuse theory.

9. Name one time Leonard tries to create a “cue” to help him remember.  (don’t use his tattoos as an example)

10. Using your experience watching this movie, describe how this movie might be difficult to remember based on either YOUR proactive OR retroactive memory.  Make sure you explain the old and the new memories you are referencing and tell me if you are describing proactive or retroactive memory.
11. After watching clues from the movie, who was/is Sammy Jankis?  What gave you this perception?
12. At the end of the movie, describe the long term episodic memory that Leonard is trying to create since he cannot remember.  (basically, explain in a way that shows you understood the ending of the movie)
