A Diverse Vocabulary:

You may find that many words in Civics and Economics are unfamiliar to you.   You will have weekly vocabulary homework to increase your vocabulary and understand the course material, however, teachers often find there are many more words our students are expected to understand, but may not.   

Some reasons why additional words in readings or test questions may seem unfamiliar to you is because the course used to be taught at a 12th grade level instead of 10th grade.
